Martin Suite is a double occupancy room and includes private bathroom, furnished living room with sleeper sofa and bedroom, cable TV and micro-fridge. Rate is $100.00 per night (student discount is not available) 

MARTIN APARTMENT

Fully furnished Apartment with Living room, Bedroom, Private Bath and full kitchen. Free cable TV. Monthly rate $1,300.00  (30 day minimum) includes all utilities.

Reservations must be made through the Assistant Director for Housing Operations, Don Morrissey, at (215) 955-6479, fax (215) 923-1981 or at Suite 103, Orlowitz Building, 1000 Walnut Street.  The information you will need to provide in order to make a reservation is: guest(s) name, name and telephone # of person reserving, guest(s) affiliation with TJU (students provide department contact & phone number), choice of accommodations, arrival and departure dates. If subsidized IDC# (inter-department charge code) is required. The Assistant Director for Housing Operations will confirm all reservations and affiliations.

CHECK IN TIME IS 3:00 PM at the Martin Building Front Desk at 201 S. 11th Street.  Payment should be made at arrival by personal check (Must be a drawn from a U.S. bank account), EXACT cash, credit card (visa or MasterCard), EXACT traveler’s checks, or money order. (There is no change at desk) CHECK OUT TIME IS 12:00 NOON. 

MARTIN RESIDENCE HALL INFORMATION

The Martin Residence Hall is an 8-story office and residential building 

located at 11th and Walnut Streets, adjacent to Scott Memorial Library 

and across the street from Jefferson Alumni Hall, and Thomas Jefferson University Hospital complex. This residence offers private or shared 

dormitory accommodations.

CHECK-IN

Report to the front desk of the Martin Residence Hall located at 201 South 11th Street anytime after 3:00 PM. Guests arriving early may leave luggage at the front desk until their room is available.


CHECK-OUT

Return room keys by 12:00 noon to the Martin Front Desk.  For guests leaving late in the day, luggage may be kept at the front desk.  Please check out on time so the room can be readied for new arrivals and to avoid additional charges.

STAFF

A Desk Clerk is at the Martin Front Desk 24/7.  For assistance, contact the Desk Clerk in person or call 215-503-8511.  For questions regarding your reservations such as length 

Of stay, room assignment, etc., call the Martin/Alternative Housing Coordinator at 215-955-6479 between 9:00 AM and 5:00 PM, Monday through Friday.

RESIDENT ASSISTANTS (RA'S)

Your Resident Assistants are Jefferson Students carefully selected by the Housing and Residence Life Management. Their purpose is to respond to emergencies and other various residential needs on weekday's 5 PM to 8 AM and 24 hours a day on weekends and holidays.

RAs are available if you need assistance with roommate issues, questions concerning campus policies, or if you need to talk.

To contact an RA, please leave a note in their mailbox or stop by their room.  In an emergency, you can reach the RA on Duty (RAOD) at any time by asking the Martin Front Desk to call the RA Monday through Friday.  RAs are responsible for programming. Keep your eyes posted on bulletin boards for upcoming events.

KEYS AND ACCESS CARDS

Each guest is issued a set of room keys and an access card. 4th floor rooms (1) key for the room door, (1) key for bureau drawer and closet lock, and a combination for bathroom/shower room doors. 5th floor rooms (1) door key that also opens closet door and (1) key for bureau drawer lock. For your safety, always lock your door.  When checking out, remember to return your key to the Martin Front Desk.  Access cards must used on elevator to gain access to 4th and 5th floors There is $5.00 charge for every lost key and a $10.00 charge for every lost access card. Report a lost key or access card immediately to the Martin Front Desk.


BUILDING SAFETY AND SECURITY

Admittance: Do not admit persons to your room without first making identification through the "peep hole". If there is any doubt about the person' s identity, contact the Martin Front Desk.

Keys:  For additional security, please use the safety chain lock.  Safeguard your key.  Be sure to leave it with the front desk upon your departure.  Do not leave it in your room or in the door lock.  Do not give your key to others.

Fire:  Familiarize yourself with the location of the nearest fire exit stairwell (next to "01" Room).  In the unlikely event of a fire, please move quickly but calmly to the stairwell (next to"01" Room).  Avoid the use of elevators. Report fire or smoke to the Martin Front Desk.

MAINTENANCE AND CUSTODIAL SERVICES

For maintenance or custodial issues or concerns, notify the Martin Front Desk at 3-8511.  Emergency maintenance service is available 24 hours a day.

LAUNDRY

Coin operated washers and dryers are in the laundry room, located in the basement. Detergent and bleach are not sold here.

LINEN

Towels, sheets, and blankets are provided in the room at check-in. Linens can be exchanged every Monday for long term guests. Dirty linens left outside your door in AM will be exchanged for clean linens in the PM. Extra blankets are available, please contact the front desk.

TELEVISION

There are cabled TV's in the floor lounges.  The basement lounge has a large screen TV with cable.

LOUNGES

The floor lounge has appliances for small meal preparation.  The basement lounge has a fully operational range and oven available for large meal preparation.  Dishes, pots, pan, and utensils are not supplied.

TELEPHONE

Campus calls may be made from the house telephone. To make a campus call, dial 5 or 3 and the four-digit extension. For example, to contact the Martin Front Desk (503-8511), you dial 3-8511.  Local and long distance calls can be made from the hall pay phone. Long Distance calling cards may be purchased in the lobby.


MESSAGES

Messages may be left and picked up at the Martin Front Desk. Wake up calls are not provided by the Front Desk.

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RESIDENCE HALL

POLICIES

Individuals using University facilities must follow all University policies as well as federal, state and local laws.  Handbooks outlining University and Building Policies are at the Martin Front Desk.  Highlighted on the following pages are some important Martin policies.

1. Guests are responsible for damages to the facilities, 

furnishings, or equipment. This includes the loss of keys, access cards and linens. 

2. Registered guests 21 years of age or older may bring alcoholic beverages in the Martin Residence Hall for personal  consumption within their own room. Consumption of alcoholic beverages in the common area is prohibited.

3. Items prohibited in the rooms includes pets, electrical appliances, firearms and weapons, explosives and fireworks, hazardous chemicals, gasoline, candles, and vehicles of any kind.  Bicycles are permitted in private rooms occupied 

by one person only.

4. Playing radios, stereos, or musical instruments, or having conversations that disturb other residents is prohibited, particularly between 9:00 PM and 9:00 AM.

5. Guest occupying an assigned room must register day visitors

at the Martin Front Desk. Guests must accompany their visitors at all times and are responsible for visitors actions.

6. The University reserves the right to enter any room for inspection, maintenance, or emergency purposes.  TJU also retains the right to revoke privileges of any guest whose behavior is (in the opinion of the University), harmful or potentially harmful to the University or it's residents.

7. No changes may be made to the physical setting of the room or building.

8. The University reserves the right to relocate guests to a comparably sized and priced apartment at an on campus location.

10. Fire equipment is for use only during a fire. Tampering  

with fire bells and alarms, extinguishers, signs, sprinklers, and other equipment is unlawful and punishable by expulsion from University Housing.   

11. Smoking is not permitted in any common area.

12. Guest are expected to comply with request made by 

The Department of Housing and Residence Life and 

University Staff.

FIRE SAFETY PROCEDURES



Please note the location of exits, fire extinguishers and alarms. If you see that a fire extinguisher has been discharged or is missing notify the Martin Front Desk.

If there is a fire in the building:

1.
Turn on an alarm if it has not already been sounded.

2. If you hear an alarm, move quickly but calmly to the stairwell next to "01" room. DO NOT USE ELEVATORS.

3.
If you know an alarm is false, please notify the Martin Front Desk at 215-503-8511.

4.
Stay calm!  Most alarms in the building are not the result of a large fire. However you cannot predict a fire so you must respond to each alarm!

5. Please familiarize yourself with the location of the nearest fire exit stairwell and proceed to the North stairwell located next to -"01" Room and await the all clear.

During a fire alarm:

1. Go immediately into the north fire exit stairway.

The north stairwell is a fire stairway, which is designed to retard fire and smoke.  Only use the south stairwell (across from rooms ending in “34”--it is not a fire exit stairway) if your access to the north stairwell is blocked.  By entering the south stairwell, tenants must evacuate the building via the first floor lobby.  Do not attempt to use the elevators.

     2. Remain in the stairway until the bell stops.

When the bells are silenced, the cause of the alarm has been investigated, the problem has been resolved and tenants may return to their rooms. 

     3. Evacuate the building.

Tenants who enter the stairwells will be instructed to evacuate the building, as the need arises, via a direct order or the public announcement system.

SECURITY AND EMERGENCIES

Thomas Jefferson has 24 hour security to meet the needs of patients, employees, students, and visitors. Report all emergencies to the Martin Front Desk at 503-8511. The Desk Clerk will call for the appropriate response. If you notice anything that may compromise the safety of you or other guests, please let the Desk Clerk know.

In the Martin Building, a security station is staffed during business hours. After 5:00 PM, the Martin Building front door is locked. If you need to enter the building after 5:00 PM, ring the doorbell and the Desk Clerk will provide you access. Please be ready to show your tagged room key or TJU ID.

THE UNIVERSITY

Thomas Jefferson University is a non-sectarian, independent, urban, health related university. There are three major divisions of the University: Jefferson Medical College, College of Graduate Studies, and College of Health Professions.  The Jefferson Medical College was founded in 1824 by Dr. George McClellan and his colleagues.

TRANSPORTATION
Parking

As in most urban areas, parking is limited and costly.  If you do plan to bring a car, monthly parking is available at several local garages.  Jefferson’s Commuter Services Office has information about rates (and discounts for Jefferson students and employees).  Visit Commuter Services at 1009 Chestnut St. call 955-6417.

The Jefferson garage is located beneath Scott Plaza, between Martin and Orlowitz buildings.  Call 955-8568 for information.  Daily parking (with discount rates using coupons from the Commuter Services Office) is also available here.
TRAVELING AROUND

THE CITY

SEPTA

Traveling by bus or subway is fairly inexpensive around the city 

(or to the suburbs) when using the SEPTA system.

Tokens are sold at a discount price at the Commuter 

Services Office (in 10 packs only with TJU ID). The one-way cash fare for a bus or subway is $2.00.  Transfers are $ .60, except at designated subway free transfer areas.

If you need information about SEPTA, call the information line from 6 a.m. to midnight daily at 580-7800.

PATCO
PATCO offers train service to New Jersey, and is also known as the High-Speedline.

A PATCO station is located on campus at 10th and Locust.  PATCO trains run 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year.  Some stations however, are closed nights  and weekends.  Schedules are available at the Commuter Services Office, so pick one up before you plan to travel.  The fares vary depending on the destination.

NJ TRANSIT
NJ Transit provides bus service from the Philadelphia area 

to New Jersey (including the beach) in addition to transportation within New Jersey.

Call the NJ Transit Information Center at (215) 569-3752 from outside the state of New Jersey, or call toll free from inside New Jersey at 1-800-582-5946 for more information about routes, fares, etc.

TAXIS

Several taxi (cab) companies serve the Philadelphia area, including Quaker Cab Company, Yellow Cab Company, and Checker Cab Company.

Cabs can usually be hailed on major streets, or consult a telephone directory to contact one of the above companies.  Although taxis are plentiful, they are also expensive.

 POSTAL SERVICES

Mail:  US mail is delivered to the Martin Building , and mailboxes for outgoing mail are located on many corners in Philadelphia, including the corner of 11th and Locust.  (The Martin Building is on 11th Street between Walnut and Locust, so you’ll be walking just a few steps in either direction)!

The Post Office is located on 9th and Chestnut for all of your postal needs.  If you’re only buying stamps, you might want to avoid the lines at the Post Office.  Stamps may be purchased at the Jefferson Bookstore, which is on 11th Street between Walnut and Locust (across the street from the Martin Building).

Packages:  United Parcel Service (UPS) has daily delivery and pick-up at the Martin Building.  The distribution of packages is handled at the Front Desk.  Federal Express and other overnight

mail/packages are handled the same way.

GETTING HERE

Chances are you have already been to Jefferson, but with all of the excitement of moving, you’ll want to have a good set of directions to Jefferson when traveling by train, plane, or bus.  

(This information will also be useful for your friends and family planning to visit Jefferson).

DIRECTIONS

From the Bus station (Greyhound) at 10th & Filbert:  Walk west 1 block to 11th Street.  Turn left and walk 3 1/2 blocks south to the entrance of the Martin Building (just after Walnut Street).

From the 30th Street Station:  take the Market-Frankfort Line (the “El”) to Market East Station.  Walk 2 1/2 blocks south to the Martin Building.  Show the ticket stub attendant your AMTRAK ticket stub and ride free!

From the airport:  take the R1 line (a high speed rail line) into Center City.  Get off at the Market East Station and walk south on 11th Street 2 1/2 blocks to the Martin Building

18 S. 17th Street (215) 925-8090 The heritage of America's "melting pot" is displayed in collections of artifacts that represent over 50 ethnic groups.  There is also a library here.


Civil War Library and Museum

1805 Pine Street (215) 735-8196 Features weapons, artifacts, 16,000-volume research library; General Meade's uniform is on display.


Franklin Institute Science Museum

Chinatown


Located in the area of 8th to 11th from Race to Arch Streets. 

The streets are lined with shops of asian artworks, imported 

gifts and authentic Chinese food stores and restaurants.


Fairmount Park

8,700 acres of bubbling creeks, rustic woods and grassy greens.  

As the largest city park in the world, Fairmount offers recreational facilities and is home of many historic mansions. The trolley tour operates from the Visitor Center (215-636-1666).


Head House Square

2nd and Pine Streets.  This colonial style market place features quaint shops, restaurants, and a summer open-air market which is home to the Dickens Beer Festival and other craft festivals.


Independence Mall/Liberty Bell Pavilion

Market between 5th and 6th Streets. This park houses the Liberty Bell in a glass-enclosed building.

Independence National Historical Park


Visitors Center, 3rd and Chestnut Streets. 215-597-8974


The park's buildings are open 365 days a year, generally from

9-5. Park Rangers and guides provide historical information. 

This area has one of the greatest concentrations of historical buildings recapping the origin and formation of the United States.  Parking is available at 2nd Street between Chestnut and Walnut.

Italian Market

Ninth Street, between Christian and Federal Streets. This open-air South Philly market characterizes the old world flavor of Italy where vendors sell fresh meat, produce, baked goods, and lots of South Philly charm.


New Jersey State Aquarium


Located in Camden, NJ. 609-365-3300. The most fun you can 

have underwater, without getting wet. It's a great way to spend an afternoon studying the anatomy of life forms other than humans. The NJ PATCO trains (609-922-4600) can get you there, or call Riverbus Ferry 1-800-634-4027 for a ferry ride across the Delaware River.


Old City Hall

Located at 5th and Chestnut Streets.  Home of the U.S. Supreme 

Court from 1791-1800, this building depicts judicial history in the 18th century.


Penn's Landing

Between Lombard and Market Streets at the Delaware River.
