Online registration is available only to students who have previously 
enrolled in courses offered through Thomas Jefferson University.

Paper Registration
Students who have NOT previously enrolled in Jefferson courses should 
complete the paper registration form on the opposite page and provide all 
requested information. Subsequent registrations may be completed online.

Fax Registration
You may fax your registration 24 hours a day to 215-923-6974. If you fax 
your registration, please do not mail in the form. Payment may be made 
online by VISA or MasterCard during normal business hours.

Undergraduate Late Registration and Drop/Add
The registration period continues through September 1/October 25, 2009. 
Students who register after September 1/October 25 must pay a late fee  
of $25.00.

For a limited time after they register, students may adjust their schedules
