Approval Process for Use of Imaging Device:

Prior to use of the imaging devices listed above, the investigator must receive IACUC approval and contact Dr. Knudsen for permission and training.  
Transportation:

Animals must be transported in their home cages from the animal holding room to 1130 BLSB.  Animals may not be housed over night in the imaging room, but must be transported back to the animal holding room by the end of the day.
Anesthesia:  

Animals will be anesthetized with isoflurane to effect in the induction chamber.  Once the animal is anesthetized, it is placed in the imaging chamber where the nose of the animal is placed in the nose cone for continued exposure to isoflurane, thereby maintaining anesthesia. The user must maintain the animal at a concentration of isoflurane to maintain anesthesia without overdosing them.  The actual percentage of isoflurane may vary depending on the strain of mice being imaged.   
Sanitation:

The induction chamber and the floor of the imaging device must be cleaned after each use with SaniplexR (a quarternary ammonia agent).  All debris must be removed with a paper towel.
