Novel Bowel Purgative

Summary and Applications:
The inventor, Dr. David Kastenberg, has developed a superior low-volume bowel purgative with the potential to become the cleansing regimen of choice.  Some advantages include its safety, tolerance, ease of administration, and paucity of contrainindications.  The innovation would also enable a broader array of clinical applications, including conventional colonoscopy and newer endoscopic procedures of the large and small bowel.  The new purgative would lower the volume of solution patients need to ingest and eliminate the bisacodyl administration step of the procedure, improving tolerability, patient compliance, and effectiveness of the treatment.
Dr. Kastenberg is a physician in the Division of Gastroenterology and Hepatology and also Co-Director of Nutrition and Metabolic Diseases at the Jefferson Digestive Disease Institute, with clinical expertise in the area of endoscopy and evaluating gastrointestinal (GI) disorders.  Dr. Kastenberg is a recognized national expert in the area of colon purgatives, and has published extensively on this topic and served as a consultant to the pharmaceutical industry.
