Student Funding Opportunity 

JeffSmart is pleased to provide research degree students (M.A./M.S., Ph.D., J.S.D., D.M.A., M.F.A.) the opportunity to travel to enhance their scholarship. Eligible students are encouraged to apply for grant funding related to professional conferences, research travel, or education.
 
JeffSmart offers Conference Grant awards of up to $700 to research degree students to attend a professional conference at which they are presenting. Online conference presentations are eligible for a grant of up to $200. 

Thesis/Dissertation Research Grants of up to $2,500 are open to research degree students, up to $1,000 for master’s degree level students. 

Educational Grants to travel domestically or to foreign countries of up to $1,000 are offered to research degree students for connection to other research institutions. 

The program encourages projects that:
· Focus on improving life in cities, through health, design, or built environment interventions.
· Work to measure, quantify, or analyze the impact of changes in urban environments.
· Are transdisciplinary in nature, incorporating Jefferson programs and faculty in multiple colleges.
· Involve collaboration with community organizations, industry, government, or other institutions outside Jefferson.
· Assist cities or organizations implementing or aligning with UN Sustainable Development Goals.

Applicants should submit a proposal consisting of:
· Scope of Work,
· Financial Component, and
· Required Additional Materials

Scope of Work: 
No more than two pages in length, single spaced. Please use one-inch margins and a typeface of Arial 11.
· Provide the hypothesis, and goals and objectives of the research project.
· Describe the significance of the research.
· the methods, analytic plan and the work to be undertaken.
· Describe how the results of the research will be disseminated.
· Describe how the investigators’ research skills or capacity will be developed or improved as part of the project.
· Provide a timeline for the grant.

Financial Component: 
Included in the two-page scope of work.
· Project Budget: identify the type of funding: Conference Grant, Thesis/Dissertation Research Grants or Educational Grants
· Abstract Page: The abstract should be no longer than 250 words included in the two-page scope of work.
· Applicants may also submit bio-sketches no longer than 1 page each.
Evaluation: 
Applications will be evaluated on the following metrics:
· Potential impact of the applicant’s research 
· Relevance to the institutes mission

The Institute will announce fellowship/grant awards by June 15, 2022. 

Successful applicants will receive funding on or soon after June 30, 2022, and all funds must be expended by June 30th, 2023.

Consistently present themselves and their work as representing the Institute.
