Synchronous learning most closely resembles the traditional classroom environment. It
requires all students to be logged in and present at the same time with a strong internet
connection. !

Asynchronous learning takes place at a student guided pace with flexibility in scheduling.
Feedback from the professor can be delayed and some students may have difficulty focusing
on the material independently. !
