Important Notes: 

o Math/Science courses have a time limit (including any credit by examination for math courses): 
o For 2019 enrollment: all math and science prerequisite courses must be completed within 10 years of enrollment at Jefferson. 
o For 2020 and beyond enrollment: all math and science prerequisite courses must be completed within 5 years of enrollment at 

Jefferson. 
o Prerequisite courses must be completed with a letter grade of “C” or above to be eligible for transfer. A “C-” or below will not transfer.  
o Courses taken pass/fail or courses without a letter grade will not satisfy the prerequisites.  
o Credit earned from AP or CLEP exams cannot be used for science courses. 
o Course acceptance is subject to approval by the Office of Admissions.
